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Aims
This taught master program in English and American Studies will provide the student with:

- high level professional understanding the culture, literature and language of the British and American nations

- the knowledge of and an ability of the use of critical and analytical tools to arrive at professional statement on cultural, literary and linguistic documents.

- high level communication skill with fluent use of English,

- ability to create effective mediation of the learner’s national culture, literature and language and the  English-American culture, literature and language.
Learning outcomes

Knowledge and understanding

At completion of their studies the students will have

- An understanding of the complex cultural, literary and linguistic identity and basic multicultural nature of the English-American world 

- A professional level, knowledge of the history and structure of English language based on contemporary research output of linguistics

- A general level knowledge of possible critical discourses, major critical schools of British and American literary studies

- The ability of the active use of a selected and critically defended theoretical (critical) discourse in reading, analyzing literary and cultural texts

- A high level, professional knowledge of selected historical periods, genres of cultural and literary processes based on a general understand of English cultural history acquired in the earlier BA program

- An understanding the structure, personal and social implication of language with the help of major contemporary schools of linguistics.

- An understanding of the different fields, medium of culture, the new techniques of mass communication, film, television and the special role of these in British and American culture
- An ability to connect the field of study to the values of the European community of nations
General skills

At graduation the students will be able to

- Use appropriate terminology to describe and discuss linguistic theories, concepts and data.

- Proper and effective use of systematic methods of analyzing culture and literature, spoken and written text, images, other products of society
- Ability to realize and interpret of ambiguous, metaphorical text, multi-level cultural phenomena with proper and effective conceptual apparatus

- Ability to arrive at a conceptually based self-presentation, reliable self-knowledge connected with the field of study

- Apply and mediate knowledge concerning culture, language and literature to others in everyday life and the professional community

Practical skills

When the student completed this degree, he/she will be able to:

- Comprehend the grammatical and syntactical patterns, semantic and pragmatic qualities of English language and use these in speech and writing

- Construct and present sophisticated, coherent and persuasive written and oral arguments, conceptually based effective defense of his or her own position 
- Plan and write a substantial piece of work presented with appropriate scholarly apparatus and acknowledgement of the work of others

- Use a research library and a wide range of electronic information resources

- Lead professional discussion in small groups about special characteristic features of linguistic, cultural and literary phenomena

Assessment
The assessment of the students will be linked to the special needs to achieve and measure the achievement of learning outcomes. The different methods will include:

- written tests, examination

- ‘take away’ examinations

- collaborative project work in small group context

- individual course work in the form of written essays

- oral assessment

- field work of cultural analysis

Program modules
The program modules offer the process to realize the general, subject specific learning outcomes, and up to a certain level they can be different at each participating institution. The definition of the modules always include the reference to those learning outcomes that they want to realize, they state the exact forms and methods of assessment, and may define the modules that are preconditions of the module in question.

The modules are defined by their size (number of credits) and they may contain different courses. The modules and increasingly the courses are also defined by their professional content, themes, required readings etc.
